Mr. Chambers reported on beach project, roadside mowing and 

ditchwork on Swarthout and Larzalere Roads.

Discussion on Water District 1, final agreement signed and 

mailed out. Pre Bid construction paperwork being finalized. 
 

No word on Perry Point water cost. 
 

New sign for Town Office building, Mr. Petersen made motion 

2nd Mr. Martini to order new sign for office building carried 

by all. 
 

Dale Irwin gave the board an update on Greenidge operations, 

Water temperature and economic development report 

Gary McIntee, Perry Point Rd asked if the board has any 

thought on control of short-term rentals number of occupants 

This is prime rental season and many properties’ ads lists 

higher number of occupants than septic system can handle. 

Mr. James stated Code Office would take complaints and speak 

with the property owners or managers. Noise complaints would 

go to law enforcement if a violation is during quite hours 

per Torrey Zoning Code.
